I write today to urge you to oppose the TRACE Act (HR 6666) which would provide $100 billion in 2020 to “contact tracing” surveillance and enforcement programs in response to COVID-19.
It is the wrong approach to create a network of surveillance and control, unprecedented in scope and reach, which would egregiously violate every American’s personal liberties and constitutional rights.
This bill would (1) enormously expand warrantless “contact tracing” surveillance and measures to enforce punitive measures for policy which is not based on credible science; (2) vastly ramp-up citizens “policing” each other, causing more social divide and unrest; (3) enforce testing and possibly medical procedures against consent; and (4) could possibly be interpreted to grant authority for removal of people from their dwellings – the lack of clarity in how it is written dangerously leaves open its interpretation. It is my understanding that I have unalienable rights, as recognized in the original US Constitution, which cannot be removed from me. Some of these include:
A. My rights to travel, work, freely speak, assemble, do commerce, and engage in outdoor activity;
B. My right to be free of "contact tracing" and all other warrantless surveillance:
C. My right to be free of:
(a) any and all extortive measures, such as suffering surveillance, medical procedures, testing, and or experimentation in order be "allowed" to have certain rights;
(b) threats of punitive detention, violence, restriction any of my rights, and or harm for non-compliance.
I do not consent to these rights being harmed.
Ultimately, the TRACE Act fails the constitutional questions, harms personal freedoms, hurts small businesses, and doesn’t address the public health situation responsibly. During this unprecedented time, our country is facing lockdowns in many areas, economic restrictions that are hurting small businesses, and increasingly restrictive programs that are alienating people from core functions of society.
I am grateful for, and in acceptance of our US Constitution and your oath of office to support and defend it. Oppose this legislation, and develop public policy initiatives which consider these rights, economic ramifications, and accurate scientific data as opposed to special interests. I hope that you will consider my views and the views all who value personal liberty, the US Constitution, and our rooted tradition of economic freedom.
Finally, as new data and information continues to emerge about the COVID-19 pandemic, millions of Americans asking some fundamental questions and are losing their faith in authorities. Much is coming to light about how mortality models were wrong; doctors saying they were asked to inaccurately state COVID-19 as cause of death; studies revealing major inaccuracies with PCR testing; the US Surgeon General, the WHO and even Dr. Fauci all publicly advising against healthy people wearing masks; and the emerging of an apparent agenda for removing medical freedoms and advancing industry interests and biometrics.
